District Court Judge in Nazareth, he was born (1932) in Kafr Sulam, near Nazareth. Judge Zu'bi is a
graduate of the Tel-Aviv University School of Law and Economics. Between 1960 and 1978, he was a
partner in large private law firms in Haifa and Nazareth. He is a specialist in criminal Jaw, land law and
compensation law, and in planning and development. He has served as legal adviser to many municipal
councils, banks, and insurance companies. In 1978, he was appointed a Judge of the Nazareth District
Court and Chairman of the Criminal Appeals Sessions. His docket includes cases involving
administrative law, criminal law, civil law, and urban planning and development. He was a member
(1994) of the Commission of Inquiry into the massacre at the Tomb of the Patriarchs in Hebron.

‘In 1996, he was appointed Vice-President of the Nazareth District Court. In addition to his formal
occupations, Judge Zu'bi is extremely active on committees and in community frameworks, especially the
unit for treatment of alcoholics in the Society for the Development of Welfare Services and associations
comuitted to the war on drugs. A further area of his interest concerns the subject of violence within the
family.

Judge Zu'bi is 2 member of the steering committee of the project for the rights of the child, which is
under the auspices of the National Council for Child Welfare in Israel. He serves as chairman of the
steering committee for the establishment of an Arab open university (under the aegis of the Open
University), and does much to foster Jewish-Arab relations in Israel through the Abraham Foundation
and by lecturing to Jewish and Arab youth.
