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AHARON BARAK

Born in Kovno, Lithuania, in 1936, he came to Israel in 1947. He completed
studies for the LL.M. at The Hebrew University of Jerusalem in 1958 and
gained an LL.D. in 1963. He taught at that institution's Faculty of Law and, in
1968, was appointed to a professorship and to the Augusto Levy Chair in
Commercial Law.

Between 1970 and 1972, Aharon Barak participated, at the invitation of the
United Nations, in the formulation of an international convention on bills of
exchange. During those years, he also taught at the New York University Law
School. In 1973, he received from The Hebrew University the Kaplun Prize for
exceptional contribution to science and humanities, He later served as dean
of the Hebrew University Law Faculty (1974-1975).

In 1975, he was appointed Attorney General of the State of Israel, a position
he held until 1978. During those years, among other assignments, he was a
member of the delegation to the Camp David Peace Talks with Egypt. He was
named to the Supreme Court of Israel in 1978,

In addition to his duties as judge, Justice Barak continues to teach at the law
schools of The Hebrew University, Harvard, Yale, and Michigan. He has
served, and still serves, as chairman of various public commissions, among
them those for proposing a government companies law, for a law dealing
with credit cards, for a corporations law, and for a codification of the Civil
Law. He has published scores of articles in scientific journals in Israel and
abroad as well as several books. His publications and his legal decisions have
left a singlilar imprint on the development of the law in Israel,

In 1975, Justice Aharon Barak was awarded the Israel Prize for
Jurisprudence. He is a member of the Isracl Academy of Sciences and an
honorary Foreign Fellow of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences.

Justice Barak also headed the Steering Committee for establishing the Law
Faculty at the University of Haifa.
