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Barney David Miller

Born (1921) in Lithuania and reared in South Africa, to which his parents immigrated in 1926. He studied
chemistry at the University of Cape Town and worked as a chemist in South Africa, Zimbabwe, and
London, establishing pioneering chemical plants in Africa. He and his firm in Lusaka, Zambia, developed
and produced a protein product that was approved by the World Health Organization and served as an
important food suppletment for the populations of East Africa and many other countries in the Third World.

In 1954, Barney David Miller emigrated with his family to England although he continued his business and
industrial activities in South Africa and other countries. Alongside his wide-ranging commercial activity, he
has demonstrated great involvement in Jewish affairs and supported charitable enterprises.

His ties with the University of Haifa began in 1979. He took upon himseif the reorganization of the British
Friends of the University, to which he made available his own office in London, and became Chairman of
the Association in 1981. That year, he generously helped finance a large, important, international conference
at the University, "Mankind 2000." His financial aid has also extended to the Adopt-a-Student program at
the University.

In 1991, he established an annual grant in his name and that of his late wife (who passed away the
following year), the Dusty and Ettie Miller Fellowship for Outstanding Young Scholars.
