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EMMANUEL LE ROY LADURIE

Born in Moutiers-en-Cinglais (Calvados), France, in 1929, he studied history
at the Ecole Norrnale Superieure in Paris, and attained his doctorate in 1966.
From 1957-60, he was a research associate at France's National Center for
Scientific Research; and from 1960-63, he was a researcher at the Ecole
Pratique des Hautes Etudes, where he became head of a research group in
1965. He received appointment in 1969 to the Sorbonne and a year later
became Professor in the Faculty of Geography and Social Sciences of the
University of Paris-VII. He succeeded Fernand Braudel to the Chair in the
History of Modern Civilization at the College of France in 1973. In 1987,
Professor Ladurie was nominated Director General of the Bibiotheque
Nationale, the national library of France.

His many innovative studies have earned Professor Ladurie the reputation as
one of the most important historians of our time as well as a distinguished
representative of the Annales school of historiography. A historian of the
rural, medieval, and modern mentalities since his doctoral dissertation,
published as Les Paysans de Languedoc (The Farmers of Languedoc) (1966), he
has also proved to be a historian of nature, with his History of Climate Sfrom
the Year 1000 (1967). The first work examined agrarian society from all
points of view: economic, social, cultural, religious; the second investigated
the implications of climate for various spheres of life while introducing new
methods of historical research.

Professor Ladurie's innovative historiography is also exemplified in two
anthologies of his articles, entitled Territoire de U'historien (The Territory of
the Historian) (1973, 1978). Most of his books have been translated into other
languages, and some have attained print runs of hundreds of thousands of
copies.
