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Gro Harlem Brundtland

Past Prime Minister of Norway, she was the first woman and the youngest person in her country to attain this position. She was born
in Oslo (1939), the daughter of Goldmund Harlem, a former Minister of Social Welfare and Minister of Defense.

Gro Harlem Brundtland studied medicine and received her M.D. degree from the University of Oslo (1963) and a Master's in Public
Health from Harvard University (1965). , Upon the conclusion of her studies, she served as health officer in the Norwegian Ministry
of Health and then (1968-1974) as deputy health director in the Oslo Health Administration. Gro Harlem Brundtland had become
involved in political activity at a young age, being an activist for the Labor Movement both in its youth movement and as a university
student. In 1974, she was appointed Minister for Environmental Affairs (serving until 1979). She then served as assistant leader of
the Labor Party (1975), attaining the leadership of the Party in 1991 (until 1992).

She has been a member of the Storting (the Norwegian parliament) representing the capital city of Oslo since 1977. She was deputy
leader of the Norwegian Labor Party and then her party's parliamentary leader from 1981-1986 and from 1989-1990. She stood at
Norway's helm three times — in 1981, from 1986-1989, and from 1990-1996. Her activity in promoting equal rights for women in
politics manifested itself, among other ways, in her appointing 8 women to ministerial posts among the 18 ministers that formed her
first Cabinet and then 9 women among the 19 ministers when she served her second term as Prime Minister of Norway.

Following her resignation from the premiership in 1996, she resumed her position as a Member of the Storting and became a member
of its Standing Committee on Foreign Affairs. She has also been a member of the parliament's Finance Committee.

In 1983, Gro Harlem Brundtland was asked by the UN Secretary-General, Javier Perez de Cuellar, to set up and chair the World
Commission on Environment and Development. The commission's report, "Our Common Future,” better known as the Brundiland
Report, published in 1987, created a basis and incentive for wide-ranging public activity on both a national and international level
for lasting economic development in concert with preserving the environment. On the basis of the report's recommendations, a UN
Conference on Environment and Development was conducted in Rio de Janeiro in 1992, its decisions and resolutions being made in
the spirit of the report.

Dr. Brundtland has served as vice president of the Socialist International and as a member of the Commission on Disarmament and
Security (Palme Committee) as well as of the Carnegie Commission on Preventing Deadly Conflict.
