One of the world's leading psychologists studying the area of emotions and stress. Born in 1922, he is a
graduate (1942) of the City College of New York. He served in the army during World War II and then
pursued his doctorate at the University of Pittsburgh, which he gained in 1948. He taught psychology at
Johns Hopkins University and in 1953 was appointed professor at Clark University, Worcester,
Massachusetts, where he directed a program in clinical training. In 1957, Professor Lazarus moved to the
University of California at Berkeley, where he taught and did research until his retirement as Professor
Emeritus 1n 1991. He has been a visiting professor at the University of Heidelberg, Germany, and in
Denmark.

Professor Lazarus has published some two hundred scientific articles and more than ten books, some of
which have gone through several editions. His principal contributions center on the study of the role of
cognitive processes in stress. Among his innovations in the area is the conception of stress and coping as
dynamic processes characterized by mutual transactions between human beings and the environment. He has
also dealt with the psychology of personality, clinical psychology, and more recently the study of emotions
in general.

His scientific achievements have earned him many prizes and honors, including the Distinguished Scientific
Achievement Award of the California Psychological Association (1984) and the Distinguished Scientific
Contribution Award of the American Psychological Association (1989).
