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André Bollag

Born in Zurich (1953), he is one of the leaders of the Jewish community of Switzerland. In his youth, he was a Bnei Akiva youth
movement counselor and eventually became head of the movement in all of Switzerland. He arrived in Israel in 1972 and stayed
for a year at Kibbutz Ein Hanatziv, then went to study in a yeshiva in Jerusalem.

Mr. Bollag returned to Switzerland and began a successful career in banking. At the same time, he was active in the Keren
Hayesod organization in Switzerland.

He served as head of the young leadership group in Zurich and as president of the fundraising program for Israel and Jewish
causes in that city, thereby greatly helping in the absorption of immigrants from Russia and Ethiopia in Israel.

Keren Hayesod sent Mr. Bollag to Morocco, Budapest, and Prague. At the time of the first Gulf War (1991), he helped in aiding
a solidarity mission to [srael from Switzerland.

Mr. Bollag is a passionate Zionist and visits Israel frequently, being deeply involved and knowledgeable about Israeli affairs and
offering aid. He currently serves as president of the Jewish School in Zurich and is active in the citys Jewish community.
